RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE A SOLE SOURCE AGREEMENT WITH SUBSURFACE CONSULTANTS, INC. IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED EIGHTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($80,000) FOR GEOTECHNICAL AND HYDROLOGICAL SERVICES RELATED TO THE MONTCLAIR GOLF COURSE AND SAUSAL CREEK

SUMMARY

Staff recommends City Council approval of a resolution authorizing the City Manager negotiate and execute a sole source agreement with Subsurface Consultants, Inc. in an amount not to exceed eighty thousand dollars ($80,000) for geotechnical and hydrological consulting services related to the Montclair Golf Course and Sausal Creek. Funds are appropriated in the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) budget for the Montclair Golf Course. 

A sole source agreement is recommended because Subsurface Consultants, Inc. (an Oakland based business) provided geotechnical consulting services related to the Montclair Golf Course landslide repair project and is familiar with the geology and hydrology of the Montclair Golf Course and Sausal Creek. If approved, field work will be performed during fall and winter storm events and a final report submitted in spring 2002. 

FISCAL IMPACT

There is no impact on the General Fund. Funds are available in the Capital Improvement Program budget for FY2001-02 (Fund 3200, Org. 94511, Project C196910) to study Montclair Golf Course erosion and its impact on Sausal Creek.  

BACKGROUND

The Montclair Golf Course is situated just below two tributaries of Sausal Creek. The tributaries converge and enter a large culvert that runs under the golf course. The steep canyon walls are constantly eroding, and the driving range is littered with small to medium sized rocks that have worked themselves free from the hillside. At the western edge of the Montclair Golf Course driving range, the topography abruptly ends. It has been eroding for many years. It is estimated that the driving range’s length has been shorted 25-30 feet due to erosion caused by water runoff from the driving range, Park Boulevard and surrounding properties that has flowed unchecked into Sausal Creek.

The Friends of Sausal Creek have been very active in promoting and improving water quality in Sausal Creek. They have raised concerns about the environmental impact of golf course operations on Sausal Creek’s water quality. In 1999, the City of Oakland completed a repair project to address the landslide that threatened the golf course clubhouse and contributed to the sediment load entering Sausal Creek. Subsurface Consultants, Inc. provided geotechnical and hydrological consulting services to the City of Oakland that led to a cost-effective repair of the landslide. 

KEY ISSUES

The City of Oakland must meet Federal and State regulations pertaining to water quality. The proposed study will examine the various sources of erosion and sedimentation reaching Sausal Creek, make recommendations to minimize future erosion and provide cost estimates of additional erosion control measures.

The erosion affects the golf course operation because the driving range has lost 25 to 30 feet in distance at the most critical location where all the golf balls are collected. Golfers are hitting balls longer distances.  However, it is not possible to lengthen the driving range due to the past erosion. The scope of work will examine the driving range and golf course operations that contribute to poor water quality. 

SENIOR AND DISABLED ACCESS ISSUES

There are no senior or disabled access issues related to this report.  

ENVIRONMENTAL OPPORTUNITIES

The proposed agreement will examine the geotechnical and hydrological impacts in and around the Montclair Golf Course and the effects on Sausal Creek water quality.

ALTERNATIVE RECOMMENDATION

The alternative is for the City to issue a request for proposal for a study of the geotechnical and hydrological impacts in and around Montclair Golf Course and Sausal Creek.  This alternative is not recommended, due to the length of time the RFP process would entail and the proposed consultant’s past experience and familiarity with the project.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the City Council approve a resolution authorizing the City Manager to negotiate and execute a sole source agreement with Subsurface Consultants, Inc. in an amount not to exceed eighty thousand dollars ($80,000) for geotechnical and hydrological consulting services related to the Montclair Golf Course and Sausal Creek.
