Hi all,

The Peacekeepers first formed in 2011 to provide community-based security during the second 

clearing of the Plaza during Occupy Oakland, including acting as designated observers of arrests. 

That same night we accompanied the marchers back to the Plaza from the Main Library, and a 

few weeks later we were the monitors during the march to Lakeview School. Since the shooting 

death in February, we have been at all First Fridays coordinating our presence with VMA 

Security and the Oakland Police Department.

This Friday, August 23, from 8:30 a.m. to noon, at the Cesar Chavez Library, 3301 East 12th 

Street, second floor of the Fruitvale Transit Village, Oakland, there will be an opportunity to take 

advantage of a pro-bono planning assistance session offered by two trained facilitators from the 

Institute of Cultural Affairs Advanced Facilitation Training Program. The project that will be 

addressed will be the formation of a community-based Peacekeepers group whose members will 

consist of a broad range of Oakland residents, merchants, and organizations including religious 

and civic institutions. Permanent City of Oakland support in the form of training, resources, and 

respect will be incorporated into the discussion. 

This professionally-led planning session will allow us to develop our vision of our role to a much 

higher level. The Peacekeepers are to be unpaid volunteers, trained in how best to: a) facilitate 

and promote safety in large and small gatherings, whether formal or informal, b) bring a 

community perspective to conflict resolution in these gatherings, c) provide a visible presence as 

a deterrence to vandalism and violence, and d) coordinate our activities with private security 

companies and OPD.

Please refer to the attached materials for an explanation of the methodology that will be 

employed. I believe that this is a unique opportunity for the people of our City to come together 

and develop a comprehensive plan of action that will establish a clear role for our community to 

facilitate peaceful protests, demonstrations, gatherings and events. As someone who cares deeply 

about peaceful approaches to community development, please consider joining us and/or 

forwarding this email to anyone you know who may be interested. In any case, please come with 

a firm commitment to do the work necessary in this session and also be part of the committees 

that will be formed to move the Peacekeepers forward. Lastly, please RSVP by Wednesday, 

August 21, and accept my apologies for the late notice.

The Peacekeepers came together during the second clearing of the Plaza during Occupy. There were several dozen of us out on Broadway/14th led by Josie Camacho of the Alameda County Central Labor Council, and four of us behind the Police lines as observers of arrests. Later in the evening, wearing white armbands, we provided security during the march back to the Plaza from the Main Library. Weeks later we also provided security during the march to Lakeview School, and have been at First Fridays since the shooting death there in February. During all of these events we have been in coordination and in touch with OPD, and during First Fridays, also with VMA, the private security company. During the march back from the Main Library we had even formed a "flying squad" that was ready to follow any vandals that broke off from the main group of marchers, so that we could call in their location to OPD. The basic idea that I have been pushing for is a permanent community-based group that is recognized, trained and supported by OPD and the City that plays a clearly defined role in these sorts of events, large or small. Certainly, I feel the Peacekeepers can play a role in acting as OPD's and the City Administrator's eyes and ears on the ground this Saturday, and better yet if we were in touch with your merchant group as the evening wears on. - José

>> Broadway/14th led by Josie Camacho of the Alameda County Central Labor

>> arrests. Later in the evening, wearing white armbands, we provided 

>> security during the march back to the Plaza from the Main Library.

>> School, and have been at First Fridays since the shooting death there

>> and in touch with OPD, and during First Fridays, also with VMA, the

>> pushing for is a permanent community-based group that is recognized, 

>> trained and supported by OPD and the City that plays a clearly defined 

>> role in these sorts of events, large or small. Certainly, I feel the 

>> Peacekeepers can play a role in acting as OPD's and the City 

>> Administrator's eyes and ears on the ground this Saturday, and better 

>> yet if we were in touch with your merchant group as the evening wears
