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But analysts said the trend also is part of a worst-case scenario for coal miners the world over,

who had hoped Chinese coal imports would save them from collapsing markets in the West.

The decrease puts China at or near an inflection point known as “peak coal,” at which a long-term
decline in consumption of the mineral begins after decades of heavy use. The shift already is
having knock-on effects, with coal prices world-wide falling to six-year lows, with mines closing

throughout China and with some global mining companies facing insolvency.

Miners previously had “predicted a straight line of continued growth in China. Now here we are,”
said Lucas Pipes, an analyst at Brean Capital LLC, an investment bank and asset-management

firm. “That is a sea change in the global coal market.”

Data released by the government on Thursday show China used 5.9% more crude oil and 8.6%
more natural gas in 2014. Coal output last year fell 2.5% to 3.87 billion metric tons from a year

ago, while coal consumption fell 2.9%, according to the National Bureau of Statistics.

Economists had forecast China will hit peak coal around or slightly before 2020, but some analysts
say there are signs that this has already happened. Coal demand in Europe and the U.S. is also
shrinking, while growing economies like India aren’t importing enough to offset China’s outsize

cutback.

International benchmark prices for the mineral have fallen nearly 50% to about $62 a metric ton
and the U.S. benchmark has fallen 24% to $52.90 from peaks levels in 2012, when U.S. exports
hit their high, according to Platts, a pricing service of McGraw Hill Financial Inc. Prices for
metallurgical coal, which is used to make steel, have tumbled 55% from their 2012 peak to $102.8

a metric ton, as the Chinese government has moved to slow down its steel industry.

Chinese coal imports last year fell 10.9% from 2013 to 291.2 million tons, the bureau said.

“There’s no question that a lot of U.S. companies in particular latched their hope to significant
gains in China...almost into perpetuity,” said Mark Levin, an analyst at BB&T Corp. ’s capital-
markets group. And given transportation costs, the U.S. miner is “the guy who gets priced out of

Asia the fastest.”

Coal’s troubles fit into larger struggles across the mining industry. Many companies boosted
production to meet surging Chinese demand, only to oversupply the market. Miners have racked
up major losses, but falling currencies and energy prices have cut costs and helped some

producers keep ramping up production to compete for market share.

The goal of coal mining companies is to survive until there is a rebound for coal, which is still by
far the dominant energy source in China. Some analysts have said Chinese coal consumption
could rise slightly in the coming years if concerns about the flagging economy grow and prices for

oil and other fuels shoot up. Many are hopeful about demand in India and other emerging markets.

The coal market is likely nearing a bottom, said Clive Burstow, a fund manager at Baring Asset
Management Ltd. in London. His $10.1 million mining fund, part of $45.1 billion under management
at Baring, looks for equities that can profit over three to five years. The coal market is clearly
oversupplied now, but investments are slowing and emerging market demand is likely to lead a
rebound in five years, he said. “Now is the time to be looking at coal companies,” Mr. Burstow

said. “It does look very promising.”

Over the past nine months, counties in the central Utah region have been discussing the need for increased
transportation infrastructure to help deliver many of their-commodities to domestic and international markets.

Thee Sevier Rail Project is expected to receive its permits by June 18¢, ‘The rail project will extend rail to serve the
Central Utah Counties, allowing many commodities that have been solely restricted to truck transport to enjoy
the much lower cost of rail transport. Today, all of the hay expoited to Asia from Sanpete County goes by truck
to an export terminal at the Port of Long Beach. Sait from the Redmond mine cannot compete elsewhere even.in
the US for lack of adjacent rail senice.

Last summer, discussions with Carbon and Emery Counties regarding the transportation and logistics issues in
Central and Eastern Utah highlighted the need to secure throughput capacity from a west coast bulk export
terminal. Prime terminal space at deep-water U.5. west coast ports has traditionally been monopolized by
container terminals, and bulk capacity indeep-water terminals is becoming increasingly harder to permit and
more difficulf to secure.

Discussions havwe focused on how the Counties could secure guaranteed throughput capacity for Utah products
at sucha bulk export facility. This export capacity, ahead of the rail project, would provide long-term, sustainable
derand for Utah groducts in markets around the world, notwithstanding the vicissitudes of domestic and in-state
demand,

The Utah Counties ate not alone in this guest. In just the last few weeks, the Wyoming State Legislature
authorized $1 billion for an infrastructure fund dedicated to the funding of logistics, transportation, arig terminal
assets to secure dedicated throughotit capacity for Wyoming-sourced products. Wyoming is reportedly focused
specifically on locating and investing in export terminals in the Pacific Northwest, which are the closest ports by
rail.

The most direct rail cohhigction to the west coast for Utah products is via the Unlon Pacific and BNSF mainlines
to Oakland, [See Chart #1]

While the Counties looked at some options for such terminals in places as far away as Mexico, Oakland is the
most difect destination for Utah, and with channel depths of 50 feet, among the few deep-water U.S. ports
capable of accommodating the néw generation of large ships. Utllization of bigger ships for transport significantly
reduces overall transportation costs, and helps to enhance demand for Utah products.

Over the past few years, the City of Oakland has been attempting to formulate and fuind redeveiopment of the old
Oakland Army Base.

After many years and hundreds of public meetings, they determined that ‘a logistics and warehousing complex
alongside the Port of Oakland would be preferable. The site is sefved by two Class 1 railroads, the UP and the
BNSF, and contains a small 30-acre site that was historically a Bulk Marine Terminal. This small 30-acre portion







" of the site is currently being used by CALTRANS as a staging -area for the building of the replacement span of the
Bay Bridge. [See Chart #2}

The Bulk Marine Terminal sits directly on the deep water at the Port with 50+2 feet of draft in the channel. It is
just 14 miles to open water through the Golden Gate Bridge.

Rail access for the Terminal Is provided by both the Union Pacific Rallroad and BNSF Railroad maii lines.
The Bulk Terminal is projected to handle 8 million metric tons of dry bulk products per year.

California Capital & Investment Group (CCIG), the master developer selected for the re-use project has gathered
almost $500 million in State, Federal and local funding to prep the entire 165 acres and to rebuild and enhance
the tail sendice. [See Chart #3]

As part of the owerall permitting, the Bulk Terminal portion of the site was permitted again for use as a. bulk
terminal, The land is owned by the City of Oakland and the Terminal site will be leased to the TLS Opetator group
for 66-years.

The cost of the Bulk Terminal Facility will be $275 million, CCIG will finish the design of the Terminal, and will
constiuct the terminal. The Terminal should be complete and in operation by mid-2017.

Four Counties have proposed that they fund $50 miflion of the terminal cost in return for throughput allocation at
the terminal along with an annual return on their principal investment, The remaining $200 million reguired to
complete the terminal will come from third-party lenders, likely one or more North American pension funds. The
Project group is“working toward a financial close in June of this year. [See:Chart #4)

The Commissioners from the Counties, together with the members of their advsory, engineering and legal team,
have been down to Oakland ower the last several weeks on a series of tours and meetings to see the facilities, to

see the construction progress at the Oakland Army Base site, and to discuss the timing and preliminary terms of
the Bulk Terminal arrangement with the various parties.
