However, it does change the nature of the environment, if they plan to build more parking
abutting our property, not to mention bleachers that sit at the bottom of a steep hill where the
sounds reverberate up the hill. I would hope that we would have an opportunity to provide
input, if that is what they propose.


The placement of the fence will make a big difference in the ambiance around our house--a
big 4-6 foot high wooden fence 15 feet from our house is very different from the sylvan
setting we currently have. We also would want that fence screened, and we are concerned
about a wooden fence so close to the three Oak trees and Avocado Tree in terms of fire safety.
 


Our email outlined our concerns-- we would like to see what Bentley proposes before staff
makes their recommendation so we can provide our feedback-- and time to remove any of our
plants that might be compromised, as well as re situate the irrigation that is currently keeping
their property watered (we've been maintaining a swath of Bentley property for 37 years.)

Dear Chris,
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Thank you for taking the time to meet with us about Bentley’s School’s interest in a water
savings audit for both the school and Firestorm Memorial Garden. As we said, we would
be happy to work with the school and EBMUD to find ways to conserve water during the
current drought.


Concerning the school’s interest in installing a fence along the property line, as we
discussed in our meeting, we would prefer the school to install the fence along the original
fence line, which can easily be determined by linking up the current chain link fence by the
two-car parking spaces near the front of the school’s property to the wooden fence by the
former pool/now ball court area. It would save the school a substantial amount of money,
because the school would not have to replace the current fence along the ball court, or
the new fence next to the Liu’s property at 24 North Hill Court, which comprise at least
half the length of the proposed fence line.


In the 37 years that we have lived here, we have understood where the property lines
were located. We had an understanding with the school that we would landscape and
maintain the property on our side of the fence. Because we have fruit trees and other
plants located near or in this area, we would prefer not to have to lose them.


If, however, the school is set on moving the fence line, we seek the following actions:


1.     Complete a Master Plan for the school so that we and other neighbors
understand the full intent of the school’s development, before a fence is installed.
We understand there is interest in widening the entry road and in installing
bleachers at the ball court. We would want to know how these fit with a master
plan, which is required by the current CUP for any new development.\


2. Place the fence at least 3 feet back from the property line, to protect our fruit
trees and specimen plants that are immediately adjacent to the property line.


3.     Screen the fence with landscaping to offset the massive “wall” effect such a long fence
would have (another reason to leave a 3 foot set back).


4.     Choose a material other than wood for fire safety and esthetics. A solid wood fence
placed so close to trees and other vegetation, and running such a long length is a fire risk.
An iron or other metal fence would be less of a fire risk. It also would allow for a more
open esthetic, which we would prefer. The Ready for Wildfire website recommends:
Fences: Consider using ignition-resistant or non-combustible fence materials to protect







your home during a wildfire. - See more at:
http://www.readyforwildfire.org/hardening_your_home/ - sthash.G9mfYe3T.dpuf


5.     A gate near the ball field will allow staff and students to retrieve balls that end up on
our property. During the school year, we typically return 6 or more balls a week that have
flown over the fence. The row of citrus trees does help to break their trajectory. Currently,
students and staff can come through the gap between the start of the art building and the
wooden fence to retrieve the balls.


The school give us a month’s notice before commencing work so that we can relocate any
sprinkler lines and plants that we

Thanks.  When Gordon and I met with Alex Koplevich a few weeks ago, he seemed to be
under the impression that it was 71 employees at any one time. We said that that wasn't our
understanding-- and recommended that he review the videotape of the Planning Commission
meeting in 2011(?) when the Transportation Plan was approved and the number of employees
was set at 71 full and part time--with part-time being counted as one employee.


We asked him that if the Headmaster in Oakland, who is an all school employee,is counted as
one employee, why aren't the other all-school employees also counted. Alex said that when he
comes to campus, Arlene is not there (hence the 71 at any one time.) But that is a different
understanding than ours. So we agree that finding out how frequently all school staff come to
Oakland and how long they stay is pertinent.


He did tell us that when they moved administrative staff off to Lafayette, they hold their
meetings in Lafayette. He also said that the middle school coaches and some of the music
teachers who used to be in Oakland are now in Lafayette, and that they bus the students to
Lafayette for practice. 


We want you to know that Gordon and I are working hard to establish a positive working
relationship with Alex, and that he is interested in the same. It is our mutual goal to really turn
around the trust issue.


We shared with Alex that a big step in that direction would be for the school to address the
tree/view issues that the neighbors have been concerned about for the past 6 years. The
neighbors have agreed to pay for the trimming or removal of the trees, but Bentley, to date,
has not agreed to discuss that with us. I am hopeful that he will help move it forward. There
are two huge Redwoods that even Chris Patillo has said should be removed to deal with the
issues-- topping would only cause them to grow wider and encroach further on neighbors'
views. These two trees impact most of the residents in Hiller Highlands Homes Association.


Anyway, thanks for forwarding this to us.

Dear Heather:


The DKS report has included the qualifier on the flares without giving
any data.  This language, like other phrases in the report, seems to
be part of a template rather than any indication of actual
observation.


I frequently drive through the loading zone and have seen flares
without power but have never seen one flying.   I think the issue is
that they are expensive to maintain, not that they are unsafe.


Can we please have a clarification from DKS about their observations
of the flares flying?


When the traffic lanes were created neighbors had concerns about the
extra lanes because the roadway is not wide enough to be striped.
Cones were too big and slowed traffic when they moved.  Dilineators
like on Ashby were problematic for neighbors because they would have
been permanently installed on domes in the road and the uprights break
off adding to the city's overtaxed maintenance schedule.    They are
unslightly for a residential neighborhood.


The Memorial Garden is important to neighbors.  Adding permanent
traffic elements along Hiller Drive would detract from viewing and
using the garden.  The delineators will not reduce  Bentley's traffic
which is the real problem.  And they are likely to create more center
line crossings.   NSHH and Hiller Associations want to be part of the
discussion about any modification to the current use of flares on
Hiller.

At our meeting on Thursday, William talked about wanting the NLC not to be exclusive. I
understood from what he was saying that announcing the meeting and inviting anyone who
wants to come was sufficient to meet the CUP.


However, when I read actual wording of the CUP it states  (I've bolded the sentence
concerning membership):


The Project Applicant shall initiate a Neighborhood Liaison Committee ("Committee" in order
to resolve conflicts and maintain communications between the school and surrounding
neighborhoods. The School should initiate the Committee formation no later than first month
after Planning Approvals and the first meeting of the Committee should be held no later than
two months after initiation. The Committee shall include one member each from the seven
Hiller Highlands Home Owners Associations, with members selected by the Home
Owner's Association Boards, and additional groups may be added if requested. The
Committee shall meet at least once a semester to discuss issues related to Bentley's activities
in the neighborhood. However, the Committee shall hold additional meetings as recommended
by the neighborhood participants. Bentley School Administrative staff and the Traffic Board
member shall participate in the Neighborhood Liaison Committee meetings. City Planning and
Zoning staff will attend these meetings as necessary. The meetings will have an agenda which
will be forwarded to Planning and Zoning staff.


And so I request, once again, that you consider the suggestions I made at our meeting.
Unfortunately, I will not be able to attend your meeting on May 16 because I will be landing at
SFO at 5:30 pm. I ask, once more, that you reconsider moving the meeting from 5:30 pm until
7:30 pm, when other residents, as well as I, could more easily attend the May 16th meeting.

Thank you for sending the DKS report for April. 


We note that Bentley is not in compliance with vehicle limits for the morning period so far
this trimester.   The monitor's observation is consistent with what neighbors observe on the
street everyday.  Bentley's  use of carpools has decreased steadily over time since the granting
of the CUP and the limited observation and averaging regimen that was approved at that time.
 The goals of the Planning Commissioners to reduce the school's footprint in the neighborhood
and the school's declared intention to do so, have fallen by the wayside.


Even if the school gets the number of vehicles down to achieve the vehicle limit averaged over
4 months, the reality is that they are teetering at the fringe of compliance on a regular basis.
 We encourage you to remind the school of the requirements and the need to stay consistently
below the  vehicle limits.


In addition, we note that the monitors did not observe any special events this month.   What is
the status of the prior notification of non compliance in regard to their past performance on
special events?

Topics discussed included: 



Carpools – Bentley stated that more families are using carpools. Donna stated the morning vehicle count remains at, near or above the number of allowable vehicles.



Bus between Lafayette and Oakland – neighbors would like the school to use a small bus as only 7-12 students arrive by the private bus. Kori explained that the bus picks up students throughout Contra Costa Count, delivers them to the Lafayette campus and then continues to the Oakland campus. Kori would like to find a transportation company that uses “green” school buses. 



May 11th traffic – Increased traffic in the neighborhood, use of orange cones on Hiller Drive, Bentley’s use of two shuttle buses between Temescal and the campus. Donna stated there was increased traffic in the neighborhood; Jerry said that with such a well-attended event increased traffic is unavoidable, Kori said the traffic was well managed.



Use of neighbors’ driveways to turn around, jaywalking, illegally crossing the street, U-turns on Hiller Drive. Kori said she sends weekly notices re traffic issues. She circulated an email that had been sent to a parent reminding them of Bentley’s traffic regulations.



Vehicles moving into traffic lane – Lynette said that it is dangerous when vehicles pull away from the curb into the moving traffic. All agreed. Kori said that vehicles leave the parked queue shortly after student(s) enter the vehicle in order to keep the flow of traffic moving.



Kori mentioned that the school is considering an Alternate Drop-off site for the next school year. There are no specifics at this time.



Future meetings will be scheduled at 7:00 PM. William encouraged more neighbors to attend.



The meeting was adjourned at 6:30 PM.

Brief History of the Mandate: 
In October of 2011, the Board of Education directed the staff of Quality Community 
Schools Development (QSCSD), an OUSD department with David Montes De Oca 
overseeing the Kaiser mandate, to provide recommendations by February 2013 to 
either expand Kaiser on our current site or to relocate to an alternative OUSD school 
site and expand our numbers there. 
The full wording of the mandate is available on the Kaiser site: 
http://qualitycommunityschools.weebly.com/kaiser-expansion.html.  
Included in the mandate is Burkhalter Elementary as Superintendent Tony Smith 
recommended both schools be removed off of the closure list in recognition of their 
academic successes.  As a result of this mandate between October 2011 and 
February 2012 the parent community formed a number of groups, including 
Strategy, Expansion, Relocation, Survey, Marketing, and more.  Of these groups the 
members of the Strategy, Expansion and Relocation groups have remained 
connected to the issue the longest and continue to be part of the Small Working 
Group to date. 
 
Brief History of cooperation with OUSD: 
On February 15th, 2012 a preliminary meeting between parents and staff and OUSD 
came together that led to several more meetings between OUSD’s David Montes De 
Oca/QCSD and began the long work of getting to the point of cooperation (you can 
see details on the Kaiser http/::qualitycommunityschools.weebly.com:kaiser-
expansion.html) and agreed that a community meeting needed to be scheduled and 
it took place on March 8th.  That meeting included parents, staff, prospective 
Kindergarten parents, and surrounding community representatives.  Many subjects 
were discussed and raised at that meeting, including the agreement that a smaller 
group of parents would meet regularly with OUSD representatives and report back 
at community meetings (you can see details on the Kaiser Site).

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Where do we stand now? 
 Relocation – or expanding off-site (OUSD’s wording) – has been deemed not a 



feasible solution –after exhaustive efforts by the parents on the Relocation and 
Survey teams that culminated in a school-wide survey and a Community Impact 
report attesting to the lack of feasibility –this point is no longer debated. This is 
a victory! 



 Expansion on site is the direction we are going.  However, the rate of growth - 
both in quantity (how many children) and, in how much time – has been a 
negotiation point still in play.  



 The staff - in independent meetings – have been consulted and their concerns 
have been acknowledged.  However, OUSD has not been as forthcoming with 
solutions to their concerns. 



 We have, on a regular basis, offered a 3rd solution to OUSD’s staff: to leave the 
school as is.  Offering as supporting points: finances of the district and other 
schools in need of the expenditure.  OUSD staff has not felt that this third 
solution should be added to the recommendation – Thus far. 



 A community meeting is coming up, presently scheduled for April 9th.  At that 
meeting an almost completed version of the recommendation will be presented 
to the community at large.  We urge everyone to take the time between now 
and then to go to the site (you can see details on the Kaiser Site 
http://qualitycommunityschools.weebly.com/kaiser-expansion.html) and 
educate themselves on what has transpired in Community and Small Working 
Group meetings.  Amongst the documents you will find the Community Impact 
report (done by the Relocation group) on why relocation was not a feasible 
solution; a Power Point presentation about what the school site could sustain 
(based on the research done by the Expansion group); the results of a school-
wide survey (done by the Survey group) and much, much more. 



 This community is inquisitive and productive and now is the time to get and 
educated on the issues surrounding the expansion of Kaiser on our wonderful 
site. The more facts and current news the community has at its disposal, the less 
chance for rumors and false information to raise fears.  To that end we will have 
a number of volunteers that will place themselves during pick-up and drop-off 
times to answer any questions from the community. 



 The Small Working Group has been working diligently throughout last and this 
year, including during summer vacations, and they need your help and 
participation.  Even if you can only read updates and give feedback by email, 
any and all input is welcome!

I serve as the Chair of the Oakland Landscape Committee.  Today I parked for about 10
minutes in front of the Firestorm Memorial Garden which the Oakland Landscape Committee
has a permit from Caltrans for landscaping and which I have helped to maintain for many
years.  I serve on a City of Oakland advisory committee working with Caltrans that is
addressing fire risk and landscaping issues in our community and on Caltrans right-of-way
property.  I parked by the Firestorm Memorial during non hours that are not set aside for
students being picked up and was not violating the CUP of Bentley School, and was not on
private property as reported by Bentley staff.  I walked down the sidewalk and across the
street to the location of a homeless encampment on Caltrans property that I had observed
earlier this summer, and was checking on to see if the homeless encampment still there and
might pose either a fire or vandalism/theft threat in our area.  I found that even though I had
reported the homeless encampment previously to Caltrans and City representatives, that there
was still a homeless person sleeping in a homeless encampment in the midst of  fire-prone
eucalyptus trees and tall French broom shrubs on Caltrans property at the Berkeley/Oakland
property line on the west side of Highway 13.


Attached is a picture of the homeless encampment site and the homeless person that I spoke
with about this about not being an appropriate location for the person to continue residing on. 
The homeless encampment is one of several active homeless encampments in our community
that I have recently observed and reported to City representatives.  I will also be reporting the
homeless encampment once more to Caltrans representatives and requesting that the
encampment site be removed to reduce fire risks in our community.  The second picture shows
the vegetation surrounding the homeless encampment site less than a block from the Bentley
School.  There have been problems previously with homeless encampment in our area, and
with homeless residents breaking into cars parked on Hiller Drive or other locations.  It is
important to continue the monitoring of these homeless encampments for safety reasons.  I had
no intention to alarm any one by parking for a short period next to the Firestorm Memorial
Garden, which our Oakland Landscape Committee helps in landscaping and maintaining. 
Bentley School should inform their staff members who the permit holding organization is for
this property is and regarding the issues related to fire safety and homeless encampments in
our area.

NEIGHBORS FOR SAFETY IN HILLER HIGHLANDS
 


We are writing to request a review of your employee list from 2012 and 2013
due to discrepancies between what has been reported and our daily
observations as neighbors. We are concerned that an expanding number of
before and after school activities taught by a growing number of faculty and
staff is exceeding the CUP and Transportation Demand Management  (TDM)
plan caps with an increasing negative impact on the quality of life in the
neighborhood.


In granting Bentley a CUP for increased enrollment to 360, the Planning
Commission instituted two caps as conditions in an effort to reduce the impact
of the higher enrollment and associated traffic on the neighboring community:


Faculty and staff does not exceed 71 employees (CUP item vii)


No faculty or staff are allowed to park on Hiller Drive, including North Hill
Court, for more than 30 minutes (TDM, page 5, revised May 17, 2013)


Since the start of school this fall, we have noticed an increase in the number of
cars driven by what appear to be faculty or staff parking on lower Hiller for
longer than 30 minutes.  For example, when the list of employees was
submitted to the Planning Department in October 2013, we were surprised to
see only one daytime-maintenance person listed, and no inclusion on the 2012
list or the 2013 list of the Director of Facilities Andres Nunez or of the two
evening custodians. For the past two years, we have observed two gardeners
and two evening custodians working on the Hiller campus. In fact, we observed
two custodians working on the school premises as recently as 10:30 pm on
Wednesday, October 30.
 
This discrepancy, along with our observation of increased traffic and increased
cars parking in our neighborhood cause us to suspect that Bentley may not be in
compliance with its use permit obligations.


As a result of that discrepancy, we did online research and prepared a list of

faculty and staff from review of the Bentley website, online newsletters/sources
and job postings, and have found as many as 29 additional positions above the
66 reported in 2012 and 23 additional positions above the 71 reported in
October 2013.


The website and newsletters do not clarify whether these are employees or
contracted staff, nor whether they work at the Hiller Campus, the Lafayette
Campus or part-time on both campuses.


Nevertheless, the discrepancy is concerning because of the resulting impact on
the neighborhood and our expectations about Bentleys compliance with the
limits of the CUP and Traffic Management Plan.


We ask that the actual positions be verified by the name of the person holding
the position, dates/locations of employment and the total number of employees
documented in comparison to the listings that were reported to the City in 2012
and 2013. This would provide clarity on the true impact that faculty and staff
have on traffic and parking at the Hiller campus. We would be happy to share
documentation we have found and to work with you to clarify more precisely
how many employees there are now, and have been working on the Oakland
campus since 2010, when Bentley first reported having 71 employees at the
Hiller campus.

Dear Chris,


Thank you for taking the time to meet with us about Bentley’s School’s interest in a water
savings audit for both the school and Firestorm Memorial Garden. As we said, we would be
happy to work with the school and EBMUD to find ways to conserve water during the current
drought.


Concerning the school’s interest in installing a fence along the property line, as we discussed
in our meeting, we would prefer the school to install the fence along the original fence line,
which can easily be determined by linking up the current chain link fence by the two-car
parking spaces near the front of the school’s property to the wooden fence by the former
pool/now ball court area. It would save the school a substantial amount of money, because
the school would not have to replace the current fence along the ball court, or the new fence
next to the Liu’s property at 24 North Hill Court, which comprise at least half the length of the
proposed fence line.


In the 37 years that we have lived here, we have understood where the property lines were
located. We had an understanding with the school that we would landscape and maintain the
property on our side of the fence. Because we have fruit trees and other plants located near
or in this area, we would prefer not to have to lose them.


If, however, the school is set on moving the fence line, we seek the following actions:


1.     Complete a Master Plan for the school so that we and other neighbors understand the
full intent of the school’s development, before a fence is installed. We understand there
is interest in widening the entry road and in installing bleachers at the ball court. We
would want to know how these fit with a master plan, which is required by the current
CUP for any new development.\


2. Place the fence at least 3 feet back from the property line, to protect our fruit trees and
specimen plants that are immediately adjacent to the property line.


     Screen the fence with landscaping to offset the massive “wall” effect such a long fence would
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have (another reason to leave a 3 foot set back).


     Choose a material other than wood for fire safety and esthetics. A solid wood fence placed so
close to trees and other vegetation, and running such a long length is a fire risk. An iron or
other metal fence would be less of a fire risk. It also would allow for a more open esthetic,
which we would prefer. The Ready for Wildfire website recommends: Fences: Consider using
ignition-resistant or non-combustible fence materials to protect your home during a wildfire. -

     A gate near the ball field will allow staff and students to retrieve balls that end up on our
property. During the school year, we typically return 6 or more balls a week that have flown
over the fence. The row of citrus trees does help to break their trajectory. Currently, students
and staff can come through the gap between the start of the art building and the wooden
fence to retrieve the balls.


The school give us a month’s notice before commencing work so that we can relocate any
sprinkler lines and plants that we

Thank you for sending the Revised TDM dated 5/17/2013.


On Page 11, the report states, "The Portable Delineators shall be placed
along the drop-off/pick-up lane for a length of approximately 200-250
feet...The Portable elineators shall be spaced at intervals small enough to
prevent cars from driving between them and exiting the lane prematurely.
All cars must continue through to the end of the lane to exit. This is
consistent with the requirements and recommendations from the Oakand
Police Department Traffic Division."


At the May 16th NLC meeting, the subject of cars exiting the "curb lane"
and entering the moving traffic was discussed (I sent you a copy of the
Draft Minutes of the meeting this morning). Currently, the Portable
Delineators are are not placed close enough to prevent cars from driving
between them. Cars do pull away from the curb and enter moving traffic.
Cars are not remaining behind the Portable Delineators. They do not drive
through to the end of the exit lane. 


I'm pleased to learn that cars must remain in the curb lane and exit only
at the south end of the curb lane. It will be much safer for everyone.
